                      OF LISTENING

A New Kind of Listening began in January 2005, as Richard Reho’s newly-formed theater group started weekly rehearsals in Durham, NC.  After meeting with Richard about his vision for an inclusive theater project, Kenny was inspired to begin shooting, and very soon,  he was hooked as he saw something special unfolding.

Richard brought a unique philosophy and approach to his direction and to its deeply creative and exploratory work.  His goal was a collaborative, co-creative process; one in which participants came together with no script and worked individually and collectively to develop a performance piece.  Equally important, Richard invited people with disabilities, some of whom were non-speaking, to join the group.

After several stops and starts with the film, we eventually saw the potential to produce a film that would be a catalyst for essential social change around issues of inclusion and the right to self-expression for people with disabilities.  We wanted the film to challenge unquestioned assumptions many of us have about the intelligence and competence of people who are non-speaking.   And we felt strongly that the film could best convey this message by sharing some of Chris Mueller-Medlicott’s story of living with significant disabilities, and his intense struggle to be heard.

We see A New Kind of Listening as a vehicle for initiating dialogue about how diverse individuals can connect and communicate with one another and support each other to express their unique voices.  The film demonstrates and celebrates the power of  inclusive arts to transform a group of separate individuals into a close-knit community.
We are organizing a national community-based tour and audience engagement campaign focusing on presumed competence, the right to authentic communication, and the close relationships that arise out of inclusive, collaborative arts projects.  And we will use the film to inspire and inform inclusive arts initiatives across the country. Your input and support are welcome and and needed to help us reach the widest possible audience.
